This chart demonstrates both the potential benefit of diversification and why it may be

a mistake to try to time the market. (This is a hypothetical example; you cannot invest

The chart reflects the 20-year period from 12/31/87 to 12/31/07.

* The first bar is a hypothetical investment of $10,000 at the beginning of each year

into the worst-performing index of the previous year.

® The second bar illustrates a hypothetical investment of $10,000 at the
beginning of each year into the best-performing index of the previous year.

® The third bar shows a hypothetical $10,000 investment at the beginning of each

year, split evenly among all indices.

By spreading investments over all asset classes, our hypothetical investor would
have accrued $661,471. That's $114,904 more than if this investor had chased
the lowest-returning index, and $89,779 more than if he or she had chased the

highest-returning index.
